In Fuji City, there are many historical sites related to the battle of Genpei and the
revenge of the Soga brothers, including the legend of Princess Kaguya. In the city
where the history has been carefully preserved, the culture rooted in the region is
also inherited.
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The history that has been preserved is still alive here.
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Soga Temple P The Soga Brother’s grave is surrounded by nutmeg and
beech trees that are a few hundred years old and are natural monuments of
the city. The vicinity includes historic sites such as Soga Hachimangu Shrine,
Tamawatari Shrine, and Toragozen’s stone chair.

Taketori Park P Story from the Heian era “Princess Kaguya”

“Bamboo-Cutter Princess” is engraved on an old stone monument. The

bamboo woods in the park have many place names and legends. Therefore,
The Tale of the Bamboo-Cutter has been handed down through the genera-
tions as a story derived from this area.

Monument of Heike Battle P This stone monument was built in 1924 to
remember the old battle at Fuji River. It is said that the Heike’s large
army retreated because they were frightened by loud noises which were
actually waterfowls flying away.

Yamabeno Akahito Monument P A monument of the poet Yamabeno
Akahito, consists of eight stone pillars, stands in Fujinokuni Tagonoura
Port Park. It is engraved with his poems of Mt. Fuji including his master-
piece, “Snow keeps falling on top of a white Mt. Fuji as I stand on Tagonou-
ra Beach.”

Jisso Temple P This temple was built about 870 years ago by the order of the
former emperor Toba It is said that Nichiren Shonin, who was presecuted during
the Kamakura era, devised a plan for writing “Rissho Ankokuron” in this temple.
Anchor of Diana P In the last years of the Edo era, a warship named “Diana”
captained by Russian admiral Putyatin sank due to a strong wind while
navigating in Suruga Bay. The anchor of the ship was pulled up in 1976, and
is displayed in the city park (called Anchor Park) in Sanshikenya along with
Putyatin’s statue.

Koyasumi Honjin Tokiwa Residence P Along the Old Tokaido Road, there
was an inn in Ainoshuku and Iwabuchi areas where feudal lords took a short
rest. After the major Ansei earthquake, the building was rebuilt. The cypress
in the garden has a circumference of 6 meters around the roots and 4.5
meters at eye level with a height of 10 meters. It has been designated as a
cultural asset by the city.

Kokeiso Villa P Kokeiso Villa is located on the west bank of the Fuji River
facing Mt. Fuji and Suruga Bay. It was built by the former Lord Steward of
the Household, Mitsuaki Tanaka, as one of his houses. It is a nationally
designated important cultural property.

Fuji is a city surrounded by magnificent nature.
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Fuji City melts into the scenery of Mt. Fuji. It pleases people with its seasonally changing colors.
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Ukishimagahara Nature Park P Located within a marshland, this nature
park has unique nature and scenery, with precious plants, including
lysimachia leucantha and euphorbia adenochlora, with wild birds including
the kingfisher and herons, and with insects including lyriothemis pachygas-
tra and ischnura senegalensis. You can walk on a wooden path in the park.
Fuji River P Fuji River is one of the three most rapidly flowing rivers in
Japan. Fuji River is mentioned in the Manyoshu, the oldest written
collection of Japanese poetry. It says “When people cross Fuji River, they
are surprised by the rapid flow that comes from Mt. Fuji.”

Odana Falls P It is a waterfall with a 21 meter drop in the ravine of the
Sudo River flowing out of the Ashitaka mountain range in the eastern part
of Fuji City. Lovely fresh green trees are enjoyed in spring and colored
leaves in autumn. You can enjoy the scenery from the suspension bridges
including Takimi-bashi.

r",-” . , ;_ : Yusui Park P The park has a pond fed by a natural spring from Mt. Fuji.

An approach to “Toji Temple” runs through the center of the park, making a
beautiful scene.

Ryuganbuchi P A lovely row of pink cherry blossom trees grows along the
Urui River near Ryuganbuchi. They are in full bloom from the end of March
to the beginning of April. It is a good spot for taking pictures of the
blooming cherry blossoms with Mt. Fuji in the background just across the
river.

Hatago Pond P It is said that this pond was named for a legendary sound
of weaving that is heard from the pond. This pond is filled with spring water
from Mt. Fuji throughout the year. You can enjoy cherry blossoms in spring.
Karigane Banks P This long riverbank was built for flood protection in the
Edo era on the east side of the Fuji River in the Iwamoto and Matsuoka
areas. It is said that the bank was named for wild flocks of geese flying in
formation.

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Fuji Festival »With a catch phrase “everyone is the main cast,” Fuji citizens get together
for this big summer event. The festival includes various events. Princess Kaguya contest
chooses a girl to lead Fuji City’s events,sightseeing and PR.

Karigane Festival P This festival is held every year on the first Saturday of October in
Iwamatsu district. It is famous for “Nage Taimatsu” or fire torch throwing. The sight of lit
torches flying across the night sky is a sight to behold.

Imamiya Fire Festival DIt is a bon festival held every year on August 13th at Imamiya
Sengen Shrine. After praying for protection against fire, a parade waving fire torches goes
along the shrine road.

Kinoene Shrine Festival/Kinoene Fall Festival P There is a mikoshi parade, festival
floats, and a Kinoene musical band. The stands from different towns and colorful
sounds of the Kinoene bands are especially lively.

Bishamonten Festival P This large festival is considered to have one of the three largest
Dharma doll markets in Japan. It is believed that people who visit this temple and worship
the idol Bishamonten during the three-day festival will receive a special blessing. There are
always crowds of people who enjoy looking at the Dharma dolls lined up in the stalls along
the street.

Tajuku River Tarai Nagashi Festival P This river festival is held every year at the end
of July in Imaizumi district where spring water from Mt. Fuji flows into the Tajuku
River. You can watch people including children float down the Tajuku River on a
Japanese traditional raft ‘tarai.’

Iwabuchi Torii Assembly P Every Zodiac year of the monkey, a special committee comes
together in the Fujikawa district to dedicate a Torii gate to the spirit of Mt. Fuji. After the
gate is built within the city, it receives blessings from both the Yasaka Shrine of Iwagbuchi
and Grand Fujisan Hongu Sengen Shrine of Fujinomiya City. It is then broken down to be
easily transported up Mt. Fuji where it is reassembled at the summit. This tradition has
been carried out every 12 years since the Edo period.

Yoshiwara Gion Festival P There is a traditional festival held among 25 towns and 6
shrines in Yoshiwara district. This festival has its origin from the Gion Goryoe Festival of
the Heian era whose purpose was to pray for the exile of demons and epidemics. It is a
powerful and splendid experience to see children and young people carry mikoshies and pull
as many as 21 festival floats.

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Fuji no Ocha(green tea) P There are many tea plantations along the
base of Mt. Fuji. “Fresh spring water from Mt. Fuji” enhances the
taste and fragrance of the tea. The tea business of Fuji City is
characterized by the spirit of “self-field, self-production and
self-sales.” Fuji Tea Girls do PR for the Fuji City green tea brand.
Kiwifruits » Fuji City introduced kiwifruits for the first time in Japan
in 1972. The cultivation area has been widened year after year, and now
over 300 tons are grown. ‘Rainbow Red” is a new kind of kiwifruit,
and it is our main product. With a beautiful contrast of yellow and red,
it tastes sweet and delicious. Many people enjoy picking the kiwifruit.
Yude Rakkasei (Boiled peanuts)P The climate and soil of Fuji are
quite suitable for peanut cultivation. Boiling peanuts is a traditional
recipe in this area, and now most of the peanuts shipped from Fuji City
are “Yude Rakkasei.”

Mandarin Oranges P 70 to 80% of the oranges grown in the city are
called “Aoshima Mikan” which are very sweet and easy to peel. They
are harvested from mid-November to December and sold mainly at the
local markets inside the city from January to mid-February.

Fuji Pear P Fuji pears are grown in the sandy soil along the banks of the
Fuji River. This kind of soil has excellent drainage to cultivate pear. The
main pear cultivars in this area are Kosui and Hosui, which are sweet and
juicy.

Tagonoura Shirasu (whitebait) » Fishermen of Tagonoura dare to
catch these fish from a single ship. Shirasu fishing nets are usually
pulled by two ships, but they use only one ship because it significantly
shortens the fishing time so that the fish are very fresh without being
damaged.

Fuji Tsuke Napolitan » “Fuji Tsuke Napolitan” is a local gourmet dish
produced at the Yoshiwara shopping street. It is a sensational noodle
dipped in tomato-based soup mixed with chicken and consommé soups.
Fujisan Hirara P These thin belt-shaped noodles are made of 100% rice
flour. It was mainly created by the women’s association of Fuji City
Business and Industry Society. Having a smooth and elastic texture, it
is used in various cooking recipes including soup, pasta, and sweets.
Strawberry P Strawberry cultivation was first begun about 70 years
ago in the Matsumoto and Iwamoto sections on the west side of the
city, which has pure water, fertile land, and an ideal climate suitable
for strawberry cultivation.

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Tagonoura Port P Tagonoura Port,opened in 1961, is an important logistics
base supporting Fuji City through the transport of raw materials such as
petroleum products, cement, papaer pulp and coal. Since Mt.Fuji was
registered as a World Heritage Site, it has also become a popular tourist
attraction,because of the splendid view of Mt.Fuji seen from the port.

Paper Industry P Fuji City, known as the “Paper City” was developed
thanks to its rich supply of natural water and lumber reserves, as well as
its wide consumer base. It’s especially famous across Japan because of the
toilet paper and other domestic papers produced locally.

Fujisan Messe DIt is a multipurpose complex that holds exhibitions, events
and meetings. It consists of a main exhibit space of as large as 4,000 square
meters, including meeting rooms, exhibit spaces, and an entrance hall.

Fuji Meister “Takumi-bito” P Fuji City selects a prominent artisan who has
excellent skills and techniques to become a “Fuji Meister, Takumi-bito”.
