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There is a huge garden in this shrine which is located
at a point that is 1000 meters above sea level. Please
mind your manners because this is a private property.
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This road, which is more than 5 km and surrounded by
forests, supports the comfortable climbing of Mt. Fuji.
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Jirocho started cultivating Obuchi district from 1874.
So, Jirocho village was named after this pioneer.
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During World War [l a lot of people believed that this
place was a source of oil and drilled 400 meters deep,
but they could not find any.
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This place is surrounded by nature and a lot of historical
buildings and artistic works are scattered about.

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This is one of the most prestigious 5 shrines which are said
to be related to the legend of Kaguyahime(Princess Kaguya).
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When you walk along the Tokaido from east to west,
you will see Mt.Fuji to the left at this point.This view
is called”Hidari Fuji” (literally means”Fuji to the left”)
and became beauty spot.Up until this point , Mt.Fuji is
always seen to the right.
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Climbers of Mt.Fuji piled beach stones here in order to
pray for safety after purification ceremony on the edge
of the surf .This is how Fujizuka was made.
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There is a 360 degree view from the observation deck
from which Mt. Fuji is visible to the north, Suruga Bay
to the south and so on.
